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There are two essential requirements to be met in relation to the local authority.

1. All organisations must be registered with the local authority, who will conduct occasional inspections depending on the level of priority the premises poses.  If your activities are low risk, then these are only likely to be about every 5 years.  If your activities are higher risk or you report a high level of accidents (see point 2), inspections are likely to be more regular.

2. Under the Reporting Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations (RIDDOR) 1995 certain serious health and safety incidents need to be reported to the local authority.  Your accident book will most likely have a summary of this.
